Summary of the BA course 09.03.01 Computer systems for control and information processing 
Branch of knowledge: Informatics and computer engineering

Program title: Computer systems for control and information processing. 

Objective: training of qualified specialists in the area of computer aided control systems design and operation 

Duration: 4 years.

Department: computer aided control systems.
The targets of graduates’ professional activity: computerized information and intellectual systems intended for control of managerial and technological processes. Such systems are used for accumulation of information and for support of decision making in various areas, such as small companies, large scale industrial enterprises, research institutes, banks and financial companies, municipal authorities, etc. 
Common roles for graduates include design of various computer system components, such as databases, knowledge bases, user interface as well as programming and verification of applications, system analysis, installation, debagging and maintenance of software, designing of web-sites and multimedia resources.

The main courses: classic university level mathematics, two computer programming languages, object-oriented programming and design, non-procedural programming languages, logical programming, system programming, electronics, computer hardware, computer networks, databases, knowledge bases, multimedia, basic foreign language (English) for professional communication, theory of systems, system analysis, theory of decision making, human factors and ergonomics, etc.
The main enterprises for practical training and employment of graduates: Research Institute for Hydro-Meteorological Information – World Data Center, Research and Production Association “Typhoon”, State Research Center of Russian Federation “Technologiya”, LG_Electronics, Samsung Electronics, Institute of Physics and Power Engineering, Research and Production Enterprise “Radico” Ltd., Nuclear power plants.
